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This term we will be learning how to write non-chronological reports and biographies to inform a reader. Our SPAG sessions will focus on apostrophes for contraction and possession and the use of pronouns. 
Spellings will continue to be tested weekly on a Monday. We will continue to emphasise the importance of presentation and handwriting. 
In addition to this, we will be studying a different text every week for our Shared Reading and we will have an explicit Reading Comprehension each week. 



Information Technology

During this term, the children will learn about spreadsheets. Using spreadsheets , they will learn how to use software effectively, efficiently and collaboratively. 

Maths
This half term we will be developing our knowledge of fractions. Alongside this, we will be extending our understanding of converting units of time.  We will continue to revise and improve our arithmetic skills and understanding of mathematical vocabulary.
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Science
