	Personal Social and Emotional Development
We will be thinking about different feelings and how we can learn to manage them.

We will be continuing to share and take turns with our peers when playing at Nursery. 

We will be thinking about bear in the bear hunt story and talking about his feelings.
	Communication and Language
We will be learning Christmas different songs and rhymes, some with actions. We will act out our own experiences in a Christmas role play area and talk about any traditions we have. We will be thinking about different festivals and talking about how they differ from the ones we celebrate at home.
	
Physical Development
This half term we will be continuing to develop our gross (large) and fine (small) motor movements. 
In our weekly PE sessions, we will be exploring movement to music. 
In the garden we will be continuing to expand on a range of skills, moving safely around obstacles and building and carrying large construction with care. We will begin to think about risk and how we can manage this to ensure the safety of ourselves and our friends. 
	Literacy
In literacy we will be continuing to practice our early writing skills. We will be working hard on recognising and writing our name.
We will be sharing lots of stories linked to many different topics and enjoy retelling them with our friends, using props and figures to support our storytelling. 
We will be thinking carefully about story language and learning lots of new vocabulary.

	Understanding the World
 We will be learning about different animals and their habitats. We will be looking at their markings and how they are similar and different to others.
