	What makes plants grow and flourish?

Parts of a plant, conditions for growth, pollination, seed dispersal.

	What makes animals including humans, move and grow?
(Animals)
Identify that humans have skeletons and muscles for support, protection and movement.

	Can you feel the force?

Main skill/technique:

· Can they collage materials to create texture?
Can they explore work from other cultures?

End outcome:  We will create images inspired by these artists and also the Mediterranean landscape.

	Unit: Environment

Musical Focus: Composing. 
Children create accompaniments and sound pictures to reflect sounds in their local environment. 

	Unit: Ancient Worlds

Musical Focus: Structure.
Children perform a song cycle and a round and compose their own ostinati. 

	Unit: Time

Musical Focus: Beat
Develops children’s understanding of beat, metre and rhythm. They combine melodic ad rhythmic patterns.

Musical Focus: Pitch
The origins of pitch notations are introduced as children make hand signals and compose three-note melodies. They learn basic dance steps and prepare a performance.

Musical Focus: Performing
Composing word rhythms, singing a round and creating musical recipes will develop children’s skills from breakfast through to dinnertime.
